RECENT CRIMINAL ACTIVITY

The main items from the crime statistics for the Greenwich Peninsular for the three months July to September were:

· Break Enter, Stealing from Dwellings – 10

Greenwich Rd (3), Vista St (2), Gore St (1), River Rd (1), King William St (1), Carlotta St (1), Chisholm St (1)

· Malicious Damage, Graffiti – 20

Greenwich Rd (6), Wallace St (3), St Lawrence St (3), Bay St (3), Glenview St (3), King William St (2).

· Stealing from Cars – 3

Greenwich Rd (2), Robertson St (1)

The brazen thefts still continue to occur.  A resident at the Point recently had her purse taken from her kitchen while she was working at the front of the house.

Pickpockets are also active at the various larger shopping centres.  A favourite target is women carrying their purse in an unzippered shoulder bag.  A slight jostle, a hand in the purse and it’s gone.  Purses in unclosed shoulder bags are also favourite targets on crowded trains or buses.

NEW NHW WEB PAGE

The Greenwich Community web page www.greenwich.org.au, is being revamped and you will now find a section for Neighbourhood Watch activities, newsletters etc.  There is also a mail box to which any information of suspicious activities may be sent.  Note, this is not for reporting crimes but for reporting suspicious activities that in the past were reported through your street coordinator.  The mail box will be checked regularly and the information collated, thus if a suspicious registration number plate crops up several times it can be reported to the police.



HAVING A CHRISTMAS PARTY?

The party season brings some hazards such as gatecrashers and the theft of unguarded property.  This can especially be a problem at large parties where all guests, or their companions, may not be personally known by the hosts.

Police advise that the following simple precautions can reduce the risks considerably:

· Inform police if you are having a party. They can then “keep an eye” on the area and even may be able to increase patrols in that area on the night.

· If it is a large party that may attract attention and unwanted guests it may be advisable to hire a security guard.

· Be aware of the problem of opportunistic thieves targeting rooms where guests’ bags, mobiles etc are kept.

· When going to parties, do not take any unnecessary items so you do not have to leave them around.


GOING AWAY FOR HOLIDAYS
Are you taking the precautions you should when you go away for your holidays?  How would you feel if you came home to an empty house?

You should:

· Stop newspapers and other regular deliveries.

· Inform your neighbours.

· Ask them to note the registration number of any unknown cars parked outside your home.

· Have somebody clear your letterbox.

· Deposit any very valuable items in a safe deposit box while away.

· Note the serial numbers and description of appliances.

· Check your answer phone does not indicate you are away.

· Arrange for lawns to be cut if you are away for a longer period.

· Engrave articles such as radios, phones, TV etc with your driver’s licence number. The NHW has a number of engraving sets which we can loan to you either through your street coordinator listed at the bottom of each newsletter, or by contacting any of the following committee members:
